CHILD CUSTODY MEDIATION
AGREEMENT TO MEDIATE TOGETHER FORM

California law requires that custody mediation be conducted in separate sessions and at
separate times in cases where there are sworn allegations of domestic violence, and/or
in cases where there is a civil or criminal restraining order in place that requires one
party to stay away from the other party. If you have a restraining order against you that
forbids you to have any contact at all with the other party, then you must have that
restraining order modified by the judicial officer who issued it before you can participate
in a joint mediation session.

Mediation appointments for each party will be scheduled separately, unless:
1. There is a specific exception entered by the court on any civil or criminal
restraining orders that may be in place that allows the parties to have brief
and peaceful contact to talk about issues related to children; and,
2. Both parties agree to meeting together; and,
3. Both parties sign this Agreement to Mediate Together Form before the meeting.
